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The final examination is worth 50% of the final grade.  The student will be required to prepare 
answers to 3 essays, based on class notes and reading assignments from the textbook only, with 
no outside sources to be used.  The student MUST choose one essay from Questions 1-4; one 
essay from Questions 5-7; and one essay from Questions 8-10.  The take home exam MUST be 
typed double-spaced and the pages MUST be stapled before handing in on the Final Exam day, 
and NO papers will be accepted in my mail slot or sent by email, ONLY in PERSON to the 
instructor. Also, the class course number and hours of class MUST be clearly listed on the work 
handed in.

3. Discuss the development of the Red Scare during the administrations of Harry Truman 

and Dwight D. Eisenhower during the 1940s and 1950s and the impact it had on 

American politics and society.  Be specific. 

4. Discuss the foreign and domestic policies of the Presidency of Dwight D. Eisenhower 

between 1953 and 1961.  Be specific. 

5. Discuss the foreign and domestic policies of the Presidency of John F. Kennedy between 

1961 and 1963.  Be specific. 

6. Discuss the foreign and domestic policies of the Presidency of Lyndon B. Johnson 

between 1963 and 1969.  Be specific. 

7. Discuss the foreign and domestic policies of the Presidency of Richard M. Nixon between 

1969 and 1974.  Be specific. 

8. Discuss the foreign and domestic policies of the Presidency of Gerald R. Ford between 

1974 and 1977.  Be specific. 

9. Discuss the foreign and domestic policies of the Presidency of Jimmy Carter between 

1977 and 1981.  Be specific. 

10. Discuss the foreign and domestic policies of the Presidency of Ronald Reagan between 

1981 and 1989.  Be specific.
